	Purpose of Funding
The 2015 Congressional Appropriations Act authorized additional, one-time supplemental 2015-2016 Immigrant Children and Youth (IY) awards to qualifying divisions in states where, during calendar year 2014, the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services’ Office of Refugee Resettlement (ORR) placed 50 or more unaccompanied children in one or more divisions, with a sponsor, while their immigration cases were resolved.  Virginia is awarding these supplemental IY funds to all divisions that received a 2015-2016 standard IY award, with increased funding awarded to those divisions reported by ORR as receiving 50 or more unaccompanied children in calendar year 2014.  Because of the unique nature of this award, all divisions receiving a supplemental IY award must submit a separate IY application.
