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The Present Level of Academic Achievement and Functional Performance summarize the results of assessments that identify the student’s interests, preferences, strengths and areas of need. It also describes the effect of the student’s disability on his or her involvement and progress in the general education curriculum, and for preschool children, as appropriate, how the disability affects the student’s participation in appropriate activities. This includes the student’s performance and achievement in academic areas such as writing, reading, math, science, and history/social sciences.  It also includes the student’s performance in functional areas, such as self-determination, social competence, communication, behavior and personal management. Test scores, if included, should be self-explanatory or an explanation should be included, and the Present Level of Academic Achievement and Functional Performance should be written in objective measurable terms, to the extent possible.  There should be a direct relationship among the desired goals, the Present Level of Academic Achievement and Functional Performance, and all other components of the IEP. ____________________________________________________________________________________William is a rising eighth grade student eligible for special education services as a student with a specific learning disability in reading.  All core content instruction is delivered by co-teachers in the general education setting, with specialized instruction in reading being delivered in the resource setting.  William attends a P.E. class with his peers.
William responds well to group activities within the general education classroom as seen through teacher observations and work samples.  William is a strong oral contributor to discussions or group work but will not read aloud.  He relies on his peers or technology (read aloud, speech to text technology accommodations, or dictation to scribe) to access the curriculum and demonstrates an ability to comprehend beyond his grade level, providing a well-articulated, visual perspective within the classroom to be an active, engaged participant in all content areas.  An Assistive Technology Evaluation was performed which indicates William’s proficient use of the technology and need for it to access the general education curriculum.  

According to the STAR Reading Assessment which assesses reading comprehension, administered on May 20, 2016, William is able to read passages and answer comprehension questions related to the passage at the 2.4 grade level.  His SOL testing with the read aloud accommodation from May 2016 indicates an advance pass score of 500.  This score indicates a high level of comprehension of grade level reading material.  Previous SOL assessments indicate the same results. The Slosson Test of Oral Reading which assesses word recognition and decoding skills, administered on April 26, 2016, indicates decoding skills at the 3rd grade level.  Through teacher observations, it is noted that William is not a fluent reader above the 2nd grade level.  William achieves passing grades when assessments are read aloud and novels or passages in class are in audio format. William will not be able to achieve grade level proficiency without accommodations and specialized instruction that targets decoding, word attack and word construction skills.
Upon review of writing work samples, William composes essays or written work below grade level without accommodations.  The topics that he selects though are creative and he is able to elaborate and expand these ideas orally, but is not able to incorporate them into an understandable and coherent written format without the use of a graphic organizer.  Sentences are not complete and spelling is not accurate.  He is unable to identify and correct his errors and the use of predictive software, speech to text software or dictation to scribe to complete a writing assessment has provided the most effective means for completion of writing assignments. 

On May 20, 2016, William was administered the STAR Math Assessment which assesses skills expected at grade level.  He scored a grade equivalent score of 7.5.  Even though he participated in the advanced math program, and he passed the 8th Grade SOL assessment during his 7th grade year, the test indicated a weakness in completing multi-step problems through the test items that addressed solving a multi-step problem involving decimals and whole numbers, and using estimation to solve a multi-step practical problem.  Due to his weakness in reading, William will not achieve grade level proficiency without a read aloud accommodation for word problems and a checklist of pictorial steps to reference when solving multi-step equations to address his weakness in organization.  The successful use of these accommodations was evidenced by his passing performance on the SOL Math Assessment administered in early May 2016. Upon review of the Algebra Standards, William will require accommodations as outlined above to achieve proficiency and additional specialized instruction is not required.  

In an informal interview with William on April 20, 2016, he stated that he enjoys drawing, playing sports and working on cars.  Also, an interest inventory was given and the computer technology industry was an area of interest.   However, due to his age, no transitional goals are required at this time. He understands the need to work hard for success and become proficient in his use of technology.  William prefers active, hands on, multisensory instruction in all of his classes.  William’s parents have expressed concerns about on-time graduation and need for specialized reading instruction as well as continued accommodations to access the curriculum.  His parents indicated that conversations have been had with William concerning his future goals and whether he wishes to attend college. He has not made a decision about attending college.
