SUBJECT:	Extension of Existing Approval and Announcement of New Tests Approved in Virginia for Assessments Reported in the National Reporting System 

This memo announces an update to the 2024-2025 Assessment and Distance Education Policy for Virginia Adult Education and Literacy Programs, effective immediately. All program staff involved in administering assessments should be made aware of the changes. An addendum to the Assessment Policy will be published later this month to accommodate these and other recent changes and will be announced through a Director’s Memo.
The updates are based on the publication of the Federal Register announcement of June 20, 2024 of the extension of existing approval and announcement of new tests approved for use in the National Reporting System (NRS).
1. Tests of Adult Basic Education (TABE) 11/12, available for use through June 30, 2025.  
2. Tests of Adult Basic Education (TABE) 13/14, available for use through June 20, 2027. 
3. Tests of Adult Basic Education Complete Language Assessment System-English (TABE/CLAS-E) Forms C and D, available for use through June 20, 2027.
Reminder of Assessment Policy #10: Students must be pre- and post-tested on the same assessment instrument in order to report a Measurable Skill Gain (MSG).
