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Lost Food Inventory Due to a Disaster
U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Foods and commercial foods lost due to a disaster will not be reimbursed by the USDA. School food authorities (SFAs) and community organizations will need to file claims with insurance companies to recover lost funds.
The USDA can reimburse SFAs and community organizations for USDA Foods used in congregate emergency feeding organized by disaster organizations. In this scenario, SFAs or community organizations can provide USDA Foods from their current inventories to disaster organizations for use in providing congregate meals. Congregate feeding is typically provided in the immediate aftermath of a disaster when grocery stores may be closed and/or when people are staying in shelters.
